Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop big books for
Thai beginning learners of English at. Wat Suandok Elalentary School,
to study the students’ English achxevement through the uses of t.he big-
books, and to study the students’ stages of llteracy development. The
population was 31 prathom suksa 3 students at Wat Suandok Elementary
School, Chxang Mai during the second semsster of the - academic
year 1996. Three big ];ooks were developed arxd mplemented through the
research and development (R & D) method. The duration of the experiment
14 weeks The first big book and lesson plans were used and
evaluated. The data collected were statistically analyzed and used in
developmg the subsequent big book and lesson plans. The skill levels

of the students in lxstenmg, speaking, readmg, and wmtlng skills



~were assessed by an achievement test. In additioh, 6 students were
cbserved upon their stages of 1iteracy development during the
implenentation of the three big books '

The findings of this research were as follows : o

1. Three ef'f‘éctive big books with lesson plahs were de\)eloped.

2. The achievements of speaking and hand writing were at a
superior level and those: of listening and reading were at a
commendable level, dictation was af. a rudimental level. |

3. The students’ stages of Iitéracy development followed
.Holdaway’s observation stages. The students reached the fi ourth stage
which was called "early réading". There was some evidence .showing
that the students were approaching the next stage which was called
"advenced early reading".
