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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop and 1o use
the reading instructional package of words containing the final
consonants for Prathom Suksa 1 students, to compare the reading
skills of words containing the final consonants between the
students taught by the reading instructional package and taught
by a regular teacher manual. The samples of this research
were Prathom Suksa 1 students in 1995 academic year, Li Distric
Office of Primary Education, Lamphun Province. 13 students of

Ban Hua School -were the experimental group and 11 students



of Ban Na Sai School were control group. The research
instruments were:

(1) The Reading Instructional Package of Words
Containing the Final Consonants with 24 instructional plans.

(2) Reading skills of words cohtaining the final consonants
test consisted of 4 parts with reliability values of 0.85, 0.82, 0.77
and 0.75 respectively.

The ‘statistic used for analysing data were mean, standard
deviation, Kuder - Richardson 20 formula. The data presented in
form of table and description.

The findings of this research were as follow:.

1. The reading instructional package was in the form
of 24 instructional plans, 72 periods. Each instructional plan
consisted of : behavioral objectives, learning / teaching activities,
learning / teaching materials, reading exercises and tests. After
using reading instructional package, it was found that the students
showed interests and enthusiasm in teaching actvities and
materials.

2. Average test scores of those students who learned
through those plans were higher than those who Ilearned from
regular teacher manual.

3. Reading skills of words containing the final consonants
of students taught by the reading instructional package were
higher than students taught by a regular teacher manual. When
compare with the set criteria 60 / 60, the result was at the

criteria of 84.62 / 81.15
