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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to study the relationships between social
skills and learning achievement and to compare students’ learning achievement with
respect to different social skills levels in all areas of leaming experience of Prathom
Suksa 6 students in private schools, in Muang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai
Province.

The subjects studies were 650 Prathom Suksa 6 students (in the 1996 academic
year) of private schools in Muang Chiang Mai District. The samples were chosen by

stratified random sampling.



The data were collected by using the social skills achievement test with the
reliability of .724, and the leaming achievement scores taken from teachers s
record. The collected data were statistically analyzed by Pearson Product Moment
correlation, t-test, One-way ANOVA and compared by Scheffe’ method.

The major findings were as follows:

L. Most students showed moderate social skills and their learning achievements
in each area of experiences found to be; The Ehasacter Development = 77.35, Wark
Oriented = 77.05, Thai Language Skill = 71.44, Life Experience = 69.46, and The
Mathematics Skill = 66.31 respectively.

2. The social skills and the learning achievement were found positive related
at the .01 level of significance.

3. Those students with high, medium and low level of social skills had different
learning achievements in each area of experience and in all areas at the .01 level of

significance.
