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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to compare reading comprehension
achievement of the first year vocational certificate students taught through the ARC
approach and taught through the normal approach.

The subjecté were 56 the first year vocational certificate students of Electronic
Division and Building Technology Division, Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Khon Kaen
Campus in the first semester of academic year 1997. They were divided into the experimental
group and the control group. Each group has 28 students. The experimental group was
taught through the ARC approach, whereas the control group was taught through the norma
approach. Each group taught with the same content. The Randomized Control Group
Pretest - Posttest Design was used in the experiment. Eight lesson plans were used and
each plan consisted of 2 pericds of 50 minutes each.

The reading achievement test was administered to both groups the pretest and
posttest. The t-test was statistically use for data analysis.

The results were as follow

The reading comprehension achievement of students taught through the ARC

approach was higher than those taught through the normal approach at the level of .01
