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Abstract

This research , entitled secondary school teachers raining on curriculum aﬁd instructional
process development, aimed at (1) developing a curriculum for the secondary school teachers’
training on curricutum and instructionat process development (2} studying the operational results of
the training of the teacher trainees; apd (3) studying their opinions toward the {raining process. The
population used in this experimental research consisted of 52 secondary school teachers in the
seventh and eighth educational regions. |

The instruments used in this research were: (1) a training curricutum consisting of six
trammg activity plans for organizing activities; (3) a self - evaluation form for the ﬁ‘ainees; and (3)
an open - ended questionnaires. All data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, and
descriptions, The data from the questionnaires were grouped, and then, analyzed based on the
related issues, summarized and presented.in tabulation.

The resuits of this research were as follows:

1. A curriculum for secondary school teachers’ training on curriculum and instructional

process development was theoretically developed and empirically tested.



2. Between 50 and 76.92 percent of all trainees could conduct every step of the training
contents. .
3. Between 71.15 and 94.23 percent of all trainees expressed their opinions positively

concerning various issues of the training process.
