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Abstract

The purposes of this research was aimed to develop the
instructional plans on Thai language reading by the Natural Approach for
Prathom Suksa 6 hill tribe students and to compare students' reading
comprehension through reading by the Natural Approach and by normal
teaching.

The samples were 29 Prathom Suksa 5 hill tribe students of Ban
Mae Lap School and Ban Pa Mak Witthaya School under the Office of
Mae La Noi District Primary Education, Mae Hong Son Province. The
samples were divided into two groups; an experimental group and a control
group. The experimental group was taught through the Natural Approach

while the control group was taught through the normal teaching practice.



both approaches, Thai language reading comprehension scores, were analyzed
and compared using the t-test.

The results were as follows :

1. Nine instructional plans on Thal language reading by the _Natural
Approach developed included twenty-seven teaching periods.

2. Thai language reading comprehension of Prathom Suksa 5 hill
tribe students taught through the Natural Approach were significantly
different from those students taught through normal teaching approach at
level of .05

3. The effect size (ES) of teaching reading by the Natural Approach
was 0.94 sigma,
