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Abstract

The purposes of this study were : to construct a mode! for training students as
student observers, to develop a handbook for a training course, and to conduct a
comparative study of observational ocutcomes of the two-group samples; observers
trained with Developing Observational Skill Model and observers trained with General
Training Model.

The samples in the study consisted of students chosen from Mattayomsuksa
students of Thin-o-patwittaya School and Huaymawittaya School of Phrage Provincial
General Education Department in the 1997 academic year, then devided into two
groups; 22 student observers, and 44 observed students.

The result of this study were as follow !

1. There were 10 stages in Model for developing observational skill with a
handbook for training students to be student observers that took 3 days ; 75 minutes
50 minutes and 40 minutes daily.

2. The result of the comparative study of the two-group ohservers revealed that
observers trained with Developing Observational Skill Model gained specifically and
mare information than observers trained with General Training Model (both participant

observation and non-participant observation) at the .05 level of significant.
