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Abstract

This thesis examined the birth, developments and role of the
Federation in primary education administration undertaken by the Office
of National Primary Education Commission. Primarily, it was a
documentary research coupled with additional interviews with certain
key individuals. Collected data were then analytically screened,
analyzed, interpreted and descriptively presented.

The examination revealed that the Federation came into being as
a result of then primary school teachers’ organization and struggles
for what they felt should have been theirs. Moreover, they also
demanded that primary education administrative structure be totally
.overhauled in order to bring abogt administrative unity. The fruits
of those struggles were the creation of two key organizations, Offices

of National Primary Education Commission and Teachers’ Civil Service



Comission, both under the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Education.
At the same time, leading teachers in those struggles also banded
together and formed a national body of primary school teachers which
later changed to the present Federation.

This Federation is an extrabureaucratic organization but has
been playing an active role, directly and indirectly, in primary
education administrative affairs. Reviews of its developments and
operations showed that it satisfactorily succeeded to a certain degree
what it had laid down as its stated objecfives and goals. However, it
still was unable to achieve some other matters and issues it had
pushed for apparently due to certain limitations on the part of
leading teachers themselves, bureaucratic constraints and political
reasons. Such unfinished businesses and agendss at present remain key
challenges the Federation must sericusly take into consideration and
find proper ways and means to more successfully and creatively tac:kle
them if it wishes to continue playing a positive and contributing role

in the nation’s primary education administrative affairs.
