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Abstract

This study aimed to evaluate Kasemrach Sriburin Hospital
Training Program in Chiang Rai Province during June of 1996-1907.
Thirty-six nurses, practical nurses and assistant nurses were
interviewed by the investigator through the use of structured interview
form. Collected data were analyzed through application of f reguency
with narration in descriptive fashion.

Findings revealed that population under study were satisfied
with trainings by guest lecturers. However, methods and training
techniques should not be so tense. All four training programs  wers
found to be the necessity. From the trainings, the subjects acquired
knowledge in how to assist the patients effectively, gained more
self-confidence in giving service and care taking, enabled to explain
and to give advice to patients, and enabled to use nursing apparatus
properly. Moreover, the subjects expressed that after being trained,
they obtained more knowledge and skills and were able to apply their
learning experiences in the routine work at the hospital more

effectively.
