Abstract.

The purpose of this independent study was to explore the conditions and problems
concerning the instructional planning, instruction, measurement and evaluation of Prathom
Suksa 1 English instruction in Chiang Kiang district primmary schools in Nan province.
Research population was 29 English teachers From 26 schools. Instruments for data
- collection comprised a questiﬁnaire, an observation form and a 'description format. The
results were as follows

1. In the Instructional planning, lessons were prepared by teachers acéording to
the Prathom Suksa 1 English guidelines and the teacher's handbook. The }ong-range plan
was determined ahead of time. Teachers in the school cluster collaboratively developed the
lesson plans, the elements in which were time allotment, objective, content, activities,
instructional media and evaluation proceduré. Knowledge, attitude and skills were the aims
and the learning activities specified in the teacher's handbook were seleced for classroom
implementation. |

2. As for the Instructional process, during the introductory period, songs and
games were employed to stimulate the students’ attention. This followed By the four steps
of teaching—presentation.' controlled practice, cues, and practice and prodﬁction. The
teaching techniques involvéd listening, spg:-aking and oral reading. Students’ participation

was aimed at and playing was emphasized more than studying. Therefore, the focus was



il

an enjoyment and positive attitudes toward English learning. Assessment was conducied
through observation of students’ pleasure and attitudes. The teaching media was used as
suggested in the teacher's handbook. The most often used media included realias, models
and pictures. '

3. Measurement and evaluation were used in order to improve the teaching
activities and to assess leaming. Most tools which were developed by the teachers
comprised observation forms, exercises, and records of teachers - student conversation.

4. As for the problem relating to Prathom 1 English instruction, it was found that
teacher's problem was at a moderate level in all areas. But the more serious problems
concerned the analysis of curriculum, the use of sound laboratory and recording of studehts'

attainment of the learning objectives (Por 02).
