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Abstract

This study examined the performance of District Educational,
Religious and Cultural Affairs Committees in Chiang Rai Province.
Informents providing needed information for the study were 124 members
of the 16 Committees in the Province comprising District Chief
Officers, District Primary Education Chief Officers, District Public
Health Chief Officers, District Education Chief Officers, General
Education Department’s secondary school administrators, representatives
of private schools, heads of District Non-formal FEducation &Services
Centers and local resource persons. The instrument used to collect
reeded information was a checklist questionnaire with items covering
the functions of such Committee. Statistics used to analyze collected

data were frequency and percentage.



Findings were as follows:

The Committees, according to the 124 members, were found to
have quite considerably performed the following func‘;,ions: collection
and compilation of education, religious and cultural information and
statistics; informing Tambol Councils or Tambol Adminisﬁrative
Organizations regarding problems and obstacles encountered in conducting
‘educational, religious and cultural affairs within their jurisdiction;
surveying current mumbers of teachers and educational personnel
working in educational organizations; planning, directing, monitoring
and evaluating activities and operations carried out according to the
Ministry of Education policies, projects/work plans; appointing sub-
committees to perform necessary taks; appointing operational teams in
charge of monitoring and evaluation government and Ministry -of
Education policy-based performances of educational organizations in
each District; and organizing activities marking important days having
to do with the nation, religion and monarchy.

Cn the other hand, the committees were found to have minimally
performed the following tasks: data processing and analysis as well as
preparation of basic educational indices against set standard criteria;
appointing teams advising and assisting Tambol Courncils or Tambol
Adminstrative Organizations in making plans; drafting both 5-year and
annual educational development plans; identifying areas necessary for
educational, religious and cultural affairs but in short Iof‘ personrel ;
and processing and analyzing data found in implementing tasks as

prescribed by policy objectives and measures.
