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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the factors relating to the discontinuation of
Mathayom Suksa 3 students in schools under Hod District Primary Education office Chiang
Mai Province. The four factors were: family, educational, economic and community back
grounds. The population under the study comprised 28 students graduated from Kwae Makok
School, Hod District, Chiang Mai Province during the period of 1994-1996 and 17 students
enrolling in 1997 in the same school who intended not to continue their study. Instrument
included questionnaires and interview question guidelines. It was found that, in educational
factors, students had no aspiration due to the lack of modeling siblings plus that their parents
had only compulsory education. Regarding educational factors, the subjects of study were also
related as most respondents preferred soft-subjects like physical education. In regard to
economic factors, lack of funds was found associated. Concerning community factors, the
respondents had no model of close friends or relatives who attended beyond Mathayom Suksa
3. When asked about the reasons, the subjects reports no interest of furthering their study citing

the desire to earn the income and their parents’ need for them to discontinue.
