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Abstract

This study attempted to examine the impact of education reform
efforts upon the academic affairs work of schools under the Office of
Muang Phayao District Primary Education. In this study 7 administrators
and 7 academic affairs teachers of the 7 reform schools in the District
were interviewed.

Based on the interviews, both administrators and teachers were
of the opinion that the community did participate in school curriculum
development according to community needs; teachers did study and review
the developed curriculum arnd its sub ject contents, prepare instructional
plans and familiarize themselves with laboratory instruments and
mater‘iéls; collegial supervision practices were more systematic; and
teachers themselves did actually conduct measurement and evaluation

activities on the basis of and with emphasis on real situstions.
