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Abstract

This study was to examine the effects of group process on learning attitude of
students. The whole population, which comprised 38 students who were in Mathayom
Suksa 2/5, Sa School, Nan Province in the 2nd semester of 1997 academic year, was used
as the sample. Instrument used included learning attitude test and group process module
which was composed of 9 activiies. Data were analyzed using mean and standard-
deviation. Findings were as follows : '

1. Mean of learning attitude scores of the students after the experiment was higher
than before the experiment in all the 4 domains.

2. As far as level of attifude was concerned, mean scores for all 4 domains fell on
“good” level before the experiment. After the experiment, means of two domains, namely,
seeing values of studying and having pride of their institution, were at “very good” level

while the other two remained the same at “good” level.
