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Abstract

The Purpose of this study was to examine the relationship between
students’ economic and adaptation factors to their GPA. The sample
comprised 198 students, who were an year students enrolled in The
Faculty of Social Sciences, Chiang Mai University in 1997 academic year.
A questionnaire was used to collect data by the researcher herself which
was analyzed in form of SPSS. The findings were as follows 3

On economic factor, students under investigation had moderate
level of both personal spending as well as family financial problems. The
components on economic solving probiems and factors on personal adjustment
were found low level. The points on economic factor and GPA, it was found
that actual solving of financial problems and personal adjustment related
to GPA. at low level with no statistic of significance,. while the anxiety
concerning on family financial problems on GPA. related at.05 of
gignificance. The actual solving of financial problems significantly

related to GPA. at .0G1.
