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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate the conditions,
problems and opinions of teachers and students on the organization of
science instructional activities in the Life Experience Area of Prathom Suksa
6 at the Prince Royal’s College, Chiang Mai Province.

The subjects were two science teachers and the sample were 278
Prathom Suksa 6 students of the Prince Royal's College who were studying
science in the Life Experience Area in the second semester of the 1997
academic year. The data were collected by questionaires, observation and
inferview forms. Descriptive statistics, percentage, mean and standard deviation

were used for data analysis.



The results were as follows:
1. The conditions of instructional organization.
1.1 Teachers and students jointly planned the instructional
activities.
1.2 The contents used in teaching were related to curriculum
objectives and were appropriate with students abﬂiﬁes and interests.
1.3 Instructional methods were various and the most interesting
one was the small group experimentation.
14 Most of instructional media and other resources were from
what they had or from the students provided.
1.5 The teacher ‘s Iolé was to promote and support while the
students were the center of practicing activities.
1.6 Various measurement and evaluation methods were used
before, during and after teaching. |
2. The problems of instructional activities were the restriction of
time in activities planning and teaching. A number of the students per
cless was too many and some resources were not adegquate. Moreover, some
students could not adapt themselves with changing instruction.
3. Both teachers and students had positive opinion on the

organization of science instructional activities.
