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Abstract

This independent study was aimed to investigate the state of
criterion-referenced academic affairs operation in schools under the
Office of Pa Daed District Primary Education, Chiang Rai province.
The sample comprised 124 school Teachers under the forementioned
office. The instrument used was the rating-scale questionnaire. The
collected data were analyzed through the spplication of percentage,
average and standard deviation.

The findings were indicated that all aspects of criterion-
‘referenced academic affairs operation in school were rated the
satisfactory level. As regards the order of rating of academic
affairs operation were the effective learning and teaching aspect
‘corresponding tc curriculum and students; providing the sources of
knowledge and supported materials being beneficial to instructions;
conducting the systematic supervis.ion and developing curriculum

corresponding to students and local respectively.
