Abstract

This study examined current state of outstanding Primary School
Clusters’ performance as well as factors supporting such performance.
Sechool  clusters studied were those attached to the Office of Phrae
Provincial Primary Education.

The population of this study comprised 8 school clusters in the
Province. Those providing information needed for the study were 0
school cluster committee members and academic affairs teachers
stationed in each cluster’s academic resource center on active duty
during the 1997 academic year. The bhecklist, rating—scale and open-
ended questiomaire were used to collect data. Mean and standard

deviation were used to analyze collected data.




Findings were as follows:

1. School cluster committees were found to have performed
assigned tasks responsibly and enthusiastically; members sbught one
another’s ideas and shared them in efforts to reach a CONSensus;
committees met regularly and appoirited varioué sub-comittees in
charge of specific work in order 1o improve school  clusters’
performance.

2. School clusters were reported to have sumarized their
operations at the end of every semester and academic year; carried out
Supervisory, monitoring, directing and training activities aimed at
helping teachers improve their instruction; prepared their performance
evaluation reports on a factual and up-to-date basis.

3. Supporting factors reported by questionnaire respondents were
as follows: clusters’ personnel were quality people, knowledgesble,
competent, getting along with one another well, creative, willing
and dedicated to their work, highly cooperative, responsible and
effectively carried out their assigned mission. As regards money
matters =a working committee similar to a savings cooperative was
formed whereby funds were raised from group members and interestes
used to fund school cluster development activitics. Furthermore, the
committee financial bandling was, as reported, honest, prudent, benef it~

yielding and highly beneficial to school clusters.
