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Abstract

This study was aimed to investigate the conditions and factors of repetition of
Prathom Suksal students in schools under the office of Mae Al district primary education,
Chiang Mai province. The population of this study consisted of 34 administrators and 42
teachers in the schools which had repetition of Prathom Suksa 1 students during the
acadamic year 1996. The research tools were a questionnire and structural interview form.
The data were then analyzed by computing precentage and descriptive analysis. The major
findings were concluded as follows:

1. The rate of repetition of Prathom Suksa 1 repeaters during the acadamic year
1996 was 30.94%. Most of them could not pass learning objectives at the criteria of 60%,
especially Thai language and Mathematics.

2. Factors related to schools educational management included some schools had
the shortage of teachers for every class, and the current curriculum that schools had
improved was suitable for students in those areas. Some instructional activities provided
were not related 1o students’ dairy life styles. The evaluation was not related to students’

conditions.



3. Factors related to students included the lack of learning readiness, the difficulty in
using Thai language as a mean of communication, and students’ frequently absence from
schools. As the results, they could not learn continuously, understand contents. So they
could not pass set criteria of learning objectives and had iow iearning achievement.

4. Factors related to parents included most of them were poor hilltribes, lack of
education and had no concept about the important of education. They could neither provide

their children with learning materials nor help them do their school assignments.
