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Abstract

This study was designed to seek opinions on self-employed of
120 éecond—year Certificate of Vocational Educstion, Industrial Major
students, Chieng Rai Industrial and Community Education College
enrolled in the 1998 academic year. They were asked to respond to
questionnaire with items covering various aspects of self-emploment.,
Percentage was used to analyze the collected data.

Findings were as follows:

Students revealed that being patient, enthusiastic, h&mest,
sociable, risk taking, and highly self-confident were regarded as
characteristics of those engaged in self-employed occupations. As
regards motivation issue, they were of the opinion that those
occupations should add values to both involved people and society and
be interesting and attractive. Finally, they felt that starting with

self-employment could end up with large enterprises.
