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Ahbstract

This study was aimed to compare the reading comprehension scores of those
practice and non-practice students with the cloze-procedure exercises. The samp[é was 92
Prathom Suksa 2 students of Dara Academy in Chiang Mai. The students were divided into
two groups, one control and one experimental group. Each group consisted of 46 students
who had comparable English reading comprehension ability, evaluating from the result of the
pretest variance scores.

Both groups were provided with the English reading comprehension pretest and
posttest. The cloze procedure exercises, the Cloze Test-Reading-Input Format, the Cloze
test-Multiple-Cheoice Format and the Clozed-Test-Standard Format were given to the
experimental group whereas the control group did the usual exercises. The data were
analyzed by checking the exercises, meanwhile the students’ behaviors were observed and
using T-test to compare the difference between means of the gain scores.

The findings were as following:

The gain scores of English reading comprehension of the practice group with the
cloze-]ﬁrocedure exercises were significantly higher than the non-practice group at the .01

level.
