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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to. construct exercises for teaching of difficult
word spelling for Prathom Suksa 5 students and to compare the students’ writing
achievement on difficuit word spelling between pretest and posttest scores. The population in
this research were 30 Prathom Suksa 5 students, studying in the first semester in 1998
academic year at Wadchaichana school, under the Office of Muang District. Primary
Education. Lam Phun province. The research instruments were 15 difficult word spelling
exercises one hour for each with 15 teaching plans and difficult word spelling test. The
collected data were analyzed and test by t-test. |

Research findings were as follows

1. The constructed for teaching of difficult word spelling were based upon explicit
explantion. suitable times and children’s interest. Threre were variety forms to activities in
exercises and used several times for in exercises and used several times for practicing in
order to improve word spelling skills.

2. The pretest and posttest scores of the difficult word spelling achivevement of

students practicing through exercises were significantly different at the level of .01
