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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to compare learning achievement of Prathom Suksa 1
Students through games for enhancement of Engiish listening-speaking skills and those with
out the games. The sample was one hundred Prathom Suksa 1 students, attending in the
second semester, 1997 academic year at Anuban Lampang School under the Office of
Lampang Provincial Primary Education. A class of 50 students as the experimental group
and the other class of 50 students as the controlled group were selected by simple random
sampling. The research instruments consisted of 10 Lesson Plans, 10 games for
enhancement of English listening—speaking skills for the experimental group and 1
achievement test for both the experimental group and the controlled group. The data were
statistically analyzed by t-test.

The finding of this study indicated that the learning achievement of the students
through the games for enhancement of English listening-speaking skills was significantly
higher than those learned without the games for enhancement of English listening-speaking

skills at .01 level.
