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Abstract

This study was to survey problems and needs of the students who received
guidance information, counscling and placement services provided at Ban Mae Kha, Fang
District, Chiang Mai Province. The sample comprised 120 students who enrolled in the 2nd
semester of 1997 academic year. The data were coliected by a guestionnaire and
analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage, mean and standard-deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1. Problems in guidance services. The highest rated problems in education, career
and personal/social aspects were about information on studying techinques, career
information was not up dated, and information on social skills, respectively. Students rated
highest problem for the counseling room. In relating to educational, career and social
personal placement, student rated highest problems in finding finacial support, part-time
job, and self-adjustment, respectively.

2. Needs for guidance services : Students highest needs educational, career, and
personalf/social information services were studying techniques, up-dated career information
and social skills, respectively. Students wanted counseling room undisturbed by outside
noise. The highest needs for educational, career, and personalfsocial placement were
finacial supports, part-fime job finding, and help to improve their adjustment so that they

could happily get along with others.
