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Ahstract

The research was ajmed to exploring the problems and needs of students and
parents corcening placement services in regard to education, career, and personal/social
matters. The population was used as sample which included 70 secondary students and
their parents. Students and their parents responded tc the guestionnaires and collecteddata
were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The results were
presented in tables with analytical description.

The findings were as follows:

1. Problems related to Placement Services

In regard to education students did not know and understand themselves, some
lessons, their abilities, and had not opportunity to learn mordern technology. Concerning
career, the students jobs and sources concerning major jobs. in personal and social
concerns, students had problems of shyness which made them dare to express, lack of self-
confidence and did not know with whom to consult when problem arose.

2. Needs for Placement Serivces

Concerning educational placement, students needed to know themselves better in
both aptitude and interest, to choose school and fields that suit them, and needed to improve
reading skills. In regard to career placement, students wanted schools to bring them on

study tour to major career areas, top prepare them for entering the job world, to be able to



choose the job that fit them, and to have details how to progress in the career of their choice.
In relation to personal and social placement service, students wanted the school to set up
intertest groups such as sports and health, activities to improve their personality, and
camping to enhance social skills and self adjustment.

3. Piacement Services in the Guardians’ Perspectives

Most guardians reported that their children did not have studying nor health

problems. They had problems in advising their chiidren in their study, home work, or tutoring
at home. All these were caused by the grardians’ lack of knowledge abqut lower secondary
curriculum.

4. Needs for Placement Services as Viewed by the Guardians.

Most of the guardians intended to support their children up to upper secondary
school or equivalent and wanted their children to work in the civil services.

In regard to the schools’ instructional activities, most guardians rated them highly
but more emphasis should be put on science and mathematics subjects. Computer should
be also be taught. .Most guafdians needed financial support for their children in term of
scholarship. Science and mathematics subjects shouldr be offered as elective courses.
Concerning career education schools should make use of outside resource persons and
community in addition to the teacher. Schools should set up career training program, clubs,
or interest groups. Most guardianse wanted schools to emphasize on career as well as

implanting go character and manner into the students.
