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Abstract

The purpose of this study were to investigate how were school factors in
learning habits and students® attitudes on school related to students’ achievement. Samples |
consisted of 80 Matthayom Suksa 2 students in Soem Ngam Witthayakhom School, Soem
Ngam district Lainpang province enrolled during the first semester of 1997 academic year.
The group was equally divided into 2 groups : 40 for high achieved students and the other
40 for low achieved students. Research instruments used questionnaires which divided into

3 sections. The first, students’ personal information, second, learning habits and the third

students’ attitudes on school. The applications of percentage, x2 —test were data analyzed
presented in tables with explanations.

The outcomes of this study were as follows:

1. In general circumstance, female. students were better able to study than the
males while families’ conditions of both genders were similar. -

2. Learning habits in techniques of learning methods and working techniques
were relatively significant of the learning achievement at .01

3. Students® attitudes on leaming and instruction, environment as well as

general surrounding in school were irrelated to learning achievement.
