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Abstract

This study exemined the issue of community participation in
Faikwang Wittayalkhom School academic affairs administration by asking,
through a questionnaire, 50 members of the community within the School
attendance area. |

Essentially, the study found that based on the responses members
of the community had very little knowledge of School academic affairs
administration matters. Thus, they were rneither really interested in
nor enthusiastic in such matters. On the other hand, the School itself
had no concrete plans or projects to encourage the community to
participate in its academic affairs matters assuming that they were
too difficult and complicated for the latter to understand, let alore

participate. Therefore, whatever participation there was, it was only



at the request of the School usually featuring requests for material
and financial support from members of the commnity, rather than
really participating in planning, doing and evaluating academic affairs
matters. In other words, commmity participation in this regard
actually was a guided participation with the community only waiting to

be requested to participate in what the School unilaterally initiated.
