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Abstract

This study was designed to evaluate the Basic Opportunity Expansion School Project under
the Office of Chiang Rai Provincial Primary Education. The Context - Input - Process - Product
Model was used to evaluate the project. The informants comprised 100 village or subdistrict
heads, 100 school administrators and 100 school academic section heads. Who were asked to
respond to the rating-scale and open-ended questionnaires. )

Findings were as follows :

As regards Context, it was found that the school environmenis were rated at a high level
as a supporting factors for school operation.

As regards Input, the operational factors about personnel resources were rated at a high
level of the readiness and instructional material, equipments, buildings and appropriately budgeting
were rated at a medium level.

As regards Process, the school performed all significant activities, i.e. administration,
supervision, and teaching were indicated at a high level.

As far as Product was concerned, the graduated students possessed the charactors as

expected in the secondary education curriculum and the objectives of the project at a high level.
