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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to construct and to examine the effectiveness of

computer assisted instruction on rhathematics for Prathom Suksa 4 students with fow

achievement. Subjects were 20 Prathom Suksa 4 students which obtained grade

below 2 in mathematics, first semester 1998, Anuban Lamphun school, Lamphun

Province. Subjects studied with the computer assisted instruction themselves. After

that they were given the post—test. Data were treated by using ltem - by - objective

analysis.

Finding : the students mastered criterion objective at 88 percent.
