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Abstract

The purpose of this independent study was to investigate the perceptions and
needs concerning the B.E. 2539 English Curriculum of English teachers working in private
secondary schools in Maung District of Chiang Mai. The following aspects were considered :
curriculum objectives, structures, instructional management, content, instructional guidelines,
instructional materials, measurement and evajuation. The preferred formats, venues, and
resource persons for the purpose of personal development in curriculum implementation were
also investigated.

The subjects of the study were 102 English teachers teaching in 13 private
secondary schools during the first semester of 1997. A questionnaire and open ended
guestions were used as instruments for data collection. The obtained data was analyzed by
means of frequency and percentage.

The results of the study were as followed :

1. As a whole, English teachers showed a high level of understanding regarding

all the aspects of the B.E. 2539 English Curriculum,



2. As for, the need of the curriculum and the preferred formats in training, venues
and resource persons, it was found that the teachers needed to improve their teaching
abilities through training. The process of this training included as follows .. the survey of
English teachers opinion followed by training with lecture and workshop formats. The most
convenient time was before the beginning of the first semester. The length of this training
should be 1-2 days. The content of this training should emphasize on the practices,
prioritized by the need and importance of content.

The follow-up evaluation of trainees should be carried out after training at a set
period of time. Budgets were provided by office of the Private Education Commission and the
Association of Private Schools in Chiang Mai. The training should be given in the schools
where the teachers work whenever possible. if it is not possible, teachers expressed that the
Rajchapat Institute would be the choice. Their preferable resource persons were non-native
English tecturers from colleges and universities, supervisors from the Educational Region and
teachers from a group of secondary schools who has got training on the B.E. 2539 English
Curriculum respectively.  As for the physical environment of training, teachers wanted
exhibition of instructional materials and modern instructional technology. Participants were
selected from all educational personnel involved, all secondary school teachers and also

anyone who was interested in teaching English, in this respective order.
