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Abstract

This study was aimed to construct the Thai word writing exercises for Prathom Suksa
3 students and to compare the achievement of pre-post Thai word writing after using
exercises and to study the retain retention of students’ Thai word writing skills. Study '
samples comprised of 22 Prathom Suksa 3 students who were study in the second
semester of 1997 academic year at Wat Nong Lua school, Doi Law Branch-District Office
of Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. Samples chosen by the purposive sampling
method and research methods used one group pretest-posttest design. The students were
practiced 30 seconds perday in 2 weeks. The instruments were 1) Thai word writing
exercises. 2) Thai word writing achievement test. The test analyzed by the 4 experts who
had experiences in Thai languge teaching at least 2 years. The collected data was
computed of mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The findings were as follows :

1. After the students used the constructed Thai word writing exercises, they could
write Thai words correctly at high level.

2. Thai word writing achievement of students after using the exercises was
signiticantly higher than before using the exercises at the level of .01

3. The students’ retention of Thai word writing skills after post-test 1 for 2 weeks

were significantly higher than post-test 1 at the level of .01
