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Ahstract

The objectives of this study were 1o develop creative activities plans for kindergarten
2 students of Wat Suttathamharam school, Nakhon Nayok province and to investigate the
results of using these plans. The instruments used in this study were: 1)Researcher-
developed creative activities plans for kindergarten 2 students 2) The Test for Creative
Thinking-Drawing Production (TCT-DP). The population were twenty -five kindergarten 2
students, 12 boys and 13 girls of Wat Suttathhammaram school, Nakhon Nayok province, in
the first semester of 1908 academic year. First of all, they were tested by using TCT-DP,
then the six plans of creative activities were provided within 6 weeks. After that, the subjects
were tested again by using the same test. Analyzed the data by using mean and standard
deviation.

The results of the study revealed as follows:

1. The researcher—deve|oped creative activities plans for kindergarten 2 students
comprised 30 creative activities based on Urban and Jelien theory. Each of the creative
activities was provided for an hour per day. They were appropriate to the students interests
and development and promoted their creative thinking as well.

o After the students went through the creative activities plans, their creative thinking

were developed and their average scofes of the posttest higher than that of the pretest.
