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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to construct personality measurement
instrument for pursuit of schizoid, histrionic and passive-aggressive
personality for Prathom Suksa 6 Students. The samples of this study
were 1,850 students in Nakonratchasima Primary Educational Bureau, 1997.
The sample were chosen by multi-stage sampling technique. The
instruments were constructed in different two forms : rating scale and
situations,

The quality of the instruments are as follows :

1. There was face validity of the personality tests which were
commented by the experts.

2. There was construct validity of the personality tests by
the technique of Factor Analysis, loading of each item was equal or

more than 0.3



3. Each item of the personal ity tests has t-value of discrimina-
tion equal or more than 1.65 and was statistical significant at .01 .001
level.

4. The reliability coefficient, alpha, of the personality
tests : schizoid, histrionic, and passive-aggressive in the form of
rating scale were .728, .816 and .813 respectively and were .006, .867
and .915 respectively for the situational form.

5. The correlation of the personality tests in different
forms were .799, .806 and .862 for schizoid, histrionic and passive-
aggressive respectively.

6. The norms of the personal ity tests were developed from 850
students in term of normalized T-socre for three perscnalities :
schizoid personality, histrionic personality and passive—aggressive

personal ity.
