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Abstract

This independent study aimed at the enalyzing of Payutto’s thought of teaching for
buddhist wisdorn development. His principel literary works were scrutinized. Related books
wiitten by others who were also interested in Payutto’s works were also reviewed. The
findings wera feported in a déscriptive rmanner.

Three rnain spproaches were found related tw ouJldhist wisdom development
teaching. They were {1} teaching for human development {2) teaching for the enhancement of
wisdorn and {3) teaching for wisdom according to the prnciple of “the threefold training”
{tnsikkhal. All three approaches related to each other. Payutto emphasized that teaching
must involve practicing and growing in the holistic manner and should have wisdom
development as its goal so that learners can use systematic thinking processes and rationales
for their good lives.

Besides, these three approaches could be well applied to teaching and leaming
especislly in terms of instructional objectives, selection of teaching content, instructional
activities and evaluation including teachers’ roles and tasks. Finally, it can be conciuded from
this study that these buddhist ways for wisdom development which have been existed for

more than 2600 years are universal and retevant to educational principtes of all times.
