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Abstract

The study was to investigate problems and needs concerning guidance service of the
students in Pang Ma Pha self-reliant school, Mae Hogn Son province. Population for this study
covered 50 lower secondary students enroiled in B.E.1998 academic year. instrument used included
guestionnaire using mutiple choice, rating scale, and priority orderingf The data collected were
analyzed in terms of percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

Finding were as follows:

1. Problems concerning ecucational, personal/social, and occupational matters.

Problems concerning education students had most included poor performance, no
concentration, no understanding of the lessons, too difficult subject matters, and slow reading speed.
Students personal and social problems were family’s poorness, easy anger, inferiority complex,
parents too high expectation, and difficulty of adaptation to others. QOccupatonal problems included
high anixiety about future career, confusion in choosing ecective subjects, and no knowledge of the
career that best fit them. |

2. Impact on students, Cause of problems, and person’s who Helped Solve the Problems



The impacts of the problems on students included increased tension, boredom,
and discouragement. Problems were caused by the students themselves, their parent, and
friends. The person’s who helped solve the problems were parents, teachers, and telative.

3. Needs for guidance services

Most students knew that their school had guidance service but did not use them
for fear of being regarded as having problems and the service timing did not match their
schedule. Students rated every service necessary and the most needed service was

eduational guidance.
