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Abstract

The study was to compare opinions of students on expected and actual gUidance
roles of their advisors. The samples comprised of 248 students from lower and upper
secondary levels of Namdipwitthakhom School, Pa Sang District, Lamphun Province. The
data were collected using a set of questionnaire and analyzed in terms of percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. T-test was used to determine the significance of the
differences.

Findings were as follows:

1. Boys and girls had different opinions on expected roles of their advisors in
educational, and personal-social aspects at the .01 and .001 levels of significance
respectively. There is no significance difference in vocational aspects. Both groups had
expectation for the advisor's guidance roles at high level in all three aspects. Boys' opinions
average are higher than that of the girls.

2. Boys' and girls’ _opinioné on their advisor's actual guidance role—s did not
significantly differ in any of the three aspects. Both groups rated high for the advisor's
actual roles in all three aspects.

3. The sample students’ opinions on their advisor's expected and actual roles
differed at .001 level of significance. Both boys and girls had higher level of opinion on the

advisor's expected roles than that of the actual ones in each of the three aspects.
