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Abstract

This research was designed to study general conditions, problems and needs
of the first-year students of Upper Northern Borommarajonani Colleges of Nursing.
The popuiation studied were 378 first-year students in academic year 1998.

The research was conducted by means of a set of questionnaire delineating‘ their general
conditions, academic needs, personal and social problems, and occupation. Data
collected were analyzed in order to find out percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

Research findings were summarized as follows:

1. General Conditions

Most of the first-year students of Upper Northern Borommgrajonani Colleges
of Nursing were females between 17-19 years of age. They were from the families who
finished elementary school, earned small income, and were employed in agricultural
occupation. Also, they decided to study the nursing because they were sure to get ajob
after the completion of their studies. Their academic performances were generally good,

and all of them were sure to succeed in their studies.



2. Problems

2.1 Academic: tearning equipment, such as computer and so forth, was not
sufficient and course contents were too broad to follow up.

2.2 Personal and Sccial: there was no freedom to lead a college life and the
Colleges imposes too many rules and regulations on students.

2.3 QOccupation: they felt insecured in their career and were afraid that they
will not get employed after they finish their studies.

3. Needs

3.1 Academic: they wanted to know how to use computer and to have the
study period extended longer than the present ane. And in case the course contents were
broad, the lecturer should not rush te finish.

' 3.2 Personal and Sccial: they wanted to have scholarship funds provided,
and required to have some rules and regulations lifted.

3.3 Occupation: they wanted the government to guarantee them that they will
be all employed as government officials. In addition, they wanted information on guidance
in regard to occupation as well as further studies.

The researcher would like to suggest the Colleges to provide guidance service

to students, especially qualified personnel and their offices.
