Abstract

This study surveyed the current state of academic affairs supervision in the Provincial Police Training
School 7 and at the sometime sought certain guidelines for its future improvement. The study covered 4 areas of
supervision, namely, educational administration, clerical affairs, library work and physical education training
instruments. In cach area it examined the 4 stages required of collegial supervision process, i.c., assessment of
current problems and needs, planning, actual supervision and evaluation. The population of this study comprised 97
instructors involved in teaching and training during the 1997-199%8 academic years. The instrument used to collect
needed data was a rating-scale and open-ended questionnaire. Data analysis relied on percentage, average and
standard deviation,

Findings were as follows :

All questionnaire respondents similarly agreed that performances in all 4 stages of every supervision area
were at a medium level.

Moreover, they offered certain recommendations as possible guidelines for improving the entire collegial
supervision work. They were as follows: clerical affairs work should be more clearly classified/categorized, made
more systematic, and respomsible personnel clearly designated; instructors should be given opportunties to
participate in clarification meetings and seminars aimed at determining right instructors for right subjects/courses to
be taught; more and better necessary texts, books and reading materials should be procured and made available; and,
finally, instructionat and training instrurnents needs assessment should be petiodically conducted and its results used
as guidelines for securing and distributing them to all instructors.
