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Abstract

The purpose of this Independent Study was to investigate the Cub Scout
Activities concerning personnel management, organization and instructional activities,
Cub Scout monitoring, evaluation and to study activity outcomes, problems and obstacles
as well as factors related. The sample studied comprised 20 schoo! administrators, 50
teachers responsible for Cub Scout Activities and 100 students in 20 schools under the
Office of Mae Wang District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. Three sets of
checklists and openended questionnaires were used as research instruments. The data
collected were analyzed by computing percentages, means and standard deviations.
Tables and description were used for presentation. The resulls of this study were as
follows :
1. Cub Scout Organization Slatus. _
Most schools organized their own Cub Scout Activities in schools by
assigning classroom teachers to take responsible for instructional activities. Planning the
activity development were conducted both short-terms and long-terms. Classrooms and

school playgrounds were mostly used as the activity locations. The building and



ground were fairly prepared. Non-government budget was used mosily for the activity
organizations. The teachers who responsible for activity instruction prepared their own
lesson plans, construct materials supplementary used in activities. Teaching sfrategies
highly used by the teachers included; real practices, demonstrations and lectures. As for
the evaluation and measurement, the feachers concentrated on learning activities,
objectives and contents.

2. Activity Outcomes, problems.

Resulting from the organization of Cub Scout Activities, students
demonstrated high dlevel in all three aspects namely, cognitive, psycho-mofor and
affective domains. Problems encountered by most schools included; deficulties and
delay in conducting document relating to Cub Scout division (brigades) shortage of
instructional materials, building and ground and budget, unclear policies in supporting,
promoting scout activities, environments were destroyed and wide spread of drugs and
different kinds of vices. ‘

3. Factors related fo cub scout activities organization,

Good cooperations among school personnel, enthusiasm, knowledge and
experiences of cub scout activity organizers along with interests and attention of
students affected the success of activity outcomes. Natural environment and
cooperations of people in focal community led to cub scout activity prospects.
Misbehaviour of school administrators and teachers participated in cub scout activities

might cause declination of cub scout project.
