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Abstract

The independent study aimed to study students satisfaction and ;roblems with the
campus environment settings at Chiangmai Technical College. Recommendations were
also provided. Questionnaires were used to collect data from a random sampling of 393
students at Chiangmai Technical College in 1998. The data was analyzed by using the
frequency distribution, means and standard deviation.

The study found that the students were moderately satisfied with the internal
environment settings in almost all aspects but they were slightly satisfied with the
restrooms. When consideration each item, the students were highly satisfied with the
teachers who controlled job training, lighting, ventilation, the condition or definition of using
laboratoties, the sound absorption systems and the tidiness of canteens. The students
were also moderately satisfied with the external environment management in almost all
aspects. When consideration each item, the students were highly satisfied with the
walkway arrangement between buildings and the tidiness of the walkway in particular. In
addition, the students were moderately satisfied with garbage settings in almost all aspects.

Regarding problems with campus environment settings, the problems lie in four
areas. One involved the conditions and the insufficiency of materials, tools and equipment,
and machinery. Another was the cleanliness and neatness of the classrooms, workshops,
laboratories, restroom facilities and canteens. Third was the lack of space and limitations
for improvement and expansion. The other type of problems involved maintenance and

safely practice.



Recommendations were made by students that materials, tools and equipment and
machinery be repaired and maintained so that they were in good conditions. Additional
amount should also be precured to ensure sufficiency. At the same fime students should

be trained in campus traffic rules and regulations. Finally cleaning materials and cleaning
staft should be sufficiently provided.
