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Abstract

This study investigated student disciplinary affairs
administration at Thoeng Industrial and Community Education College as
viewed by 291 students who were randomly selected from 970 student
population attending the forementioned College during the 1908
academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire constructed by the
investigator. Whereupon, collected data were analyzed through
application of percentage.

The findings revealed that disciplinary affairs committese
should make an understanding with students regarding rules and
regulations of the College. The College should consider the followings:
give students opportunity to participate in arranging activities +to
promote disciplinary affairs; arrange for good environmental climate

that in effect might promote students to show good behavior; let



students have opportunity to give reasons for their wrong doing before
punishment; and handbook on the College’s rules and regulations should

be published and distributed to students and parents.
