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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate whether a token reinforcement has effects
on doing homework in an English subject of Mathayom Suksa-1 students. Eleven students from
Mathayom Suksa 1, Regina Coeli College, Chiang Mai Province were selected to participate in
this study. These students did less than 50 % of the total amount of homework assigned. The
A B A B Reversal Design was used in the study. According to the nature of the design, four
phases of the study were used. Each phase was for 12 days. Meanwhile the homework of the
participants were checked. The results showed that during the reinforcement periods, doing
homework increased for all éleven participants. This increase showed that using a token

reinforcement produced an increase in doing homework.
