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Abstract

This research was aimed to investigate the Lanna enculturation guidelines for Pre-
Primary students in Chiang Mai Municipality Schools and the effects of the Lanna enculturation
on the students. The sample of this study included 41 teachers and 33 the second year Pre-
Primary students from 11 schools in 1998 Academic year. The questionnaires, the interview
guide and the observation form concerning the Lanna enculturation of Pre-Primary students
were used as reseach instruments for gathering data which were then analyzed by computing
means and standard deviations.

The major findings were as follows :

1.Most teachers educated Pre-Primary students about the Lanna culture through the
Lanna language, the folklore play (game), traditional dresses, music and dancing, the Northem
Thai [oods, the Northern traditions, values (folk way), arts, historical places and objects, as
well as folklore stories.

Methods of teaching or practical guidelines for Lanna enculturation for most teachers

included; conversations with students, picture descriptions, waiching people dressing in

“traditional dresses, watching traditional concerts, watching pictures, role playing, telling their

own experiences, inviting resource persons, field trips to historical places, and having the
students retell their stories told to them.

2. As respect to the effects of Lanna enculturation, most students demonstrated relevant
behavior and knowledge about Lanna culture through speaking Lanna language (U Kam
muang), playing the folklore game of Mon Son pha, wearing the cotton woven dresses,
waltching the traditional finger-nails/candles dancing, eating the Northern noodle with soup
.(Khanom chin nam ngieo), joining the lanna New Year, paying respect to the elders, seeing the
umbreila making, visiting important temples and Buddha images, and listening to the history of

Kru Ba Si Wichai, the great reverent monk of Lanna.
