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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to survey the pre-school child nurturing of the
parents of the pre-school children from The Prince Royal's College, Chiang Mai
Province. The population consisted of 481 parents of the pre-school children in the
second semester of the 1998 academic year. The instrument was a questionnaire
using rating scale and open-ended questions. The data were analyzed using
percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The results showed .that

1. Democratic style in nurturing children was practiced with high degree
whereas close-caring, parent-self centered and laissez-faire styles were practiced
with moderate degree.

2. Chitd nurturing in affective domain, decision-making and habits had
high degree of practice whereas child nurturing in hygiene, social and adjusting

domain had moderate degree of practice.
