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Abstract

This study examined the budget allocation practice of the Office
of Mese Hong Son Provincial Primary Education. The examination relied
on structured interviews with all 15 members of the Mae Hong Son
Provicial Primary Education Committes as well as the Office’s 1994-1998
Annual Operational Plans. Findings were as follows:

As far as the 4 major plans comprising the Office’s assigned
mission, namely primary education administration, pre-primary edu(__:ation
provision, primary education provision and primary education quality
improvement, were concerned, the interviews indicated that they had
been executed in accordance with the criteria and processes prescribed
by the Office of National Primary Education Commission. As regards
the first plan, primary education administration, it was reportedly
found that most of the allocated budget was that intended for such

routine expenses as remureration, office expenditures, materials and



public utilities. As regards the second and third plans it was found
that budget allocated for pre-primary education provisibn tasks had
been primarily intended to improve student health and hygiene and that
for primary education provision had been allocated according to the
ONPEC policy which, upon close scrutiny, was congruent with the
reality and needs of schools attached to the Office of Mae Hong Son
Provincial Primary Education. As regards the fourth plan the allocated
budget had been intended to be sufficient for school lunch program and
health/hygiene projects.

In brief, interviewees were of the opinion that the budget
allocation practice for and in all 4 major plans was in congruence
with provincial needs and reality and the allocated amount had

efficiently been spent.
