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Abstract

This study was set out to examine various issues related to school committees’
participation in schools” administration / management affairs. Committees studied were those in
schools attached to the Office of Phrao District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. In
particular, they were members of the Pattanasuksa School Cluster. Comimittee members comprising
teachers, parents, alumni and resource persons, were asked to respond to the checklist questionnaire
containing items relevant to the topic under examination. Collected data were subsequently
analyzed by using percentage,

Findings were as follows:

According to committee members’ responses, most or the majority of committee
members had participated in efforts and activities designed to promote better school-community
relations; as school representatives coordinating with surrounding communities in organizing joint
socially useful projects and activities as well as encouraging the latter to consider and use schools as
the focal point for community development efforts; in persuading schools to participate in village /
communities activities; in promoting various sports events in schools; in planning and seeking
outside funds and additional income for schools; and in meetings and consultations preparing

budgeting plans / projects needing financial support.



Moreover, they also reported they had participated in appointing sub — committees to
work with locally stationed public and private organizations; approving community service activity
plans; preparing plans or projects needing financial support; monitoring school budget related
expenditures as well as suggesting ways and means to help solve problems sub — committees
encountered in such performance; soliciting help from outside experts to bail out schools lacking
and in need of specialized teachers; seeking and compiling information about community
knowledge sources (e.g., local folu wisdom) in support of classroom instruction of teachers;
planning extracurriculum activities in schools; helping schools organize field trips for students to
various community knowledge sources; and encouraging teachers to organize remedial activities for

their students.
