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Abstract

This study examined the current state of and problems encountered
in student disciplinary affairs administration in Dok Kham Tai
Witthayakhom School, Phayao Province. At the same time, it sought
certain recommerdations which could be implemented in order to improve
such administration. The study relied on the information provided by a
sample, choéen via the proportional stratified sampling technique, of
50 School teachers and 328 students who had been asked to respond to
the prepared questionnaire during the 1998 academic year. Collected
data were subsequently analyzed by using percentage.

Findings were as follows:

Teachers and students surveyed were of the opinion that student
disciplinary affairs administration personrel had done quite well in

preparing student manuals containing school rules and regulations and,




then, distributing them to all teachers, students as well as their
parents to study and follow.

Studentt disciplinary affairs administration was carried out in
a committee form, not assigned to any particular irdividual teachers.
Correction of student misbehavior was done in association with advisory
teachers, student grade leaders and parents. Supervisory or advisory
teachers closely supervised their students including taking time during
daily homeroom periods cultivating them on moral and ethical matters.
They also commended them publicly if and when they had done good and
exemplary deeds. .

On the other hand, teachers and students surveyed recommended
that the school division responsible for this work as well the above
committee see to it that school rules and regulations be constantly
observed; organize annual morality and ethics training camps for
students; and regularly bring in noted speakers or resource persons to
talk with students including arranging for peer supervision and

consultations among students.
