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Abstract

This study examined current issues related to the academic
affairs administration at the lower secondary education level in
educational opportunity expansion =chools attached to the Office of
Lampang Provincial Primary Education. Those providing needed
information for this study comprised 224 administrators and teachers
of such schools. They were chosen via stratified rendom sampling
technique and asked to respond to the checklist and open—ended
questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under study.
Collected data were subsequently analyzed by using percentage and
frequency. Findings were as follows: |

According to school administrators, educational opportunity

expansion schools studied did perform all four aspects of the academic



affairs administration, namely and in descending order, instr*uctional
media and local resources use; academic supervision; measurement  and
evaluation; and curriculum and curriculum implementation. On the
other hand, sampled teachers reported that schools had also performed
the four academic affairs administration tasks but in a slightly
different order. They felt schools had most performed the measurement
and evaluation task followed by instructional media and local
resources use, academic supervision and curriculun and curriculum
implementation, respectively.

As regards problems in such administration, questionnaire
respondents reported that both administrators and teachers still
lacked sound knowledge and understanding about the curriculum itself
as'well as curriculum implementation; local resources and specialized
experts had not sysiematically been compiled and categorized ready for
instant use; academic supervision had not systematicelly and
continuously carried out; and schools still lacked standardized

measurement and evaluation teste and other necsssary instruments.
