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Abstract

This study was set out to examine the current state of
teachers’ participation in academic affairs administration of schools
attached to the Office of Phrao District Primary Education, Chiang Mai
Province. - A survey questionnaire containing items relevant to the
studied topic was administered to a sample of 222 teachers.
Participation areas in this study included curriculum administration
and implementation, measurement and evaluation administration and
collegial supervision administration. Collected data were then
analyzed by using percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows:

Most teachers participated a great deal in the first 2 areas of

school academic affairs administration and moderately in the last



area. In addition, questionnaire respondents noted the discrepancies
between curriculum contents and students’ and commnity needs suggesting
that there be pericdical - training and seminars in curriculum
implementation. Furthermore, they were of the opinion that teachers
still lacked standardized measurement tools, lacked evaluation knowledge
and understanding as well as that of student portfolio preparation.
They recormended that there be available for use standardized tests
and regular training sessions for teachers on these matters. Finally,
as regards collegial supervision participation it was found that little
of this existed. It was subsequently recommended that collegial

supervision plans be prepared and seriously and continuously followed.
