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Abstract

The study was to examine needs for information services of 53 Prathom
Suksa 5-6 students Ban Pahew School , Muang Pan District , Lampang Province.
A Questionnaire, which was constructed by the researcher, used to collect data
which were then analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation.

The findings were as follows :

Students ranked educaticnal needs as the most important, following by
personal / social needs and career needs respectively. All three information services
were ranked as the highest need. Conceming educational information services,
students needed information from invited resource persons, academic fairs,
registration manual and program selection for continuing education in higher level.

In regard to career placement services, students needed career week,
career day fair, newsletters magazines and brochures on various occupations.

Regarding personal and social information services, students needed scholarship

services, exhibition, health services and lecture given by invited resource persons.
